Introduction

The OASIS RLTC Specification Change Management Process works by operating on Change Requests (CRs) with the Specification SC.  The following sections describe the process for submitting CRs, the method for storing CRs, and the fields and codes used within CRs.  The Specification SC will operate on the then-current collection of CRs.  The status of the CRs, and, where necessary, the text of the specification, will be updated to reflect such operations.

Process for Submitting CRs

Any OASIS member on behalf of themselves, their company, or another standards body (for which they serve as the official OASIS or OASIS RLTC liaison) can submit CRs.

Submissions will minimally consist of a MS Word document file named cr.doc based on the template available at the following URL:

Submissions may optionally include supporting files.

Submissions will be made by electronic mail to the following URL:

Method for Storing CRs

Each CR, when submitted, will be assigned a unique five-digit positive integer (the five digits thereof are hereafter referred to as A, B, C, D, and E, respectively).

The cr.doc file will be renamed to crABCDE.doc.  This file and any optional supporting files will be stored in the directory at the following URL:

http://www.oasis-open.org/committees/rights/documents/subcommittee/spec/cr/ABCDE/.

The CR number, type, status, and short description will be added to a summary file to be kept at the following URL:

http://www.oasis-open.org/committees/rights/documents/subcommittee/spec/cr/summary.txt.

Fields and Codes Used Within CRs

Number

This field represents the five-digit positive integer assigned to the CR.  Its value is ABCDE (the five-digit positive integer assigned to the CR when it is submitted).

Title

This field contains a short title for the CR.  It is free text without new line characters.

Submitter Name

This field contains the name of the submitter.  It is free text without new line characters.

Submitter E-Mail

This field contains the e-mail address of the submitter.  It is free text without new line characters.

Submitted On Behalf Of

This field contains an indication of the entity that the submitter is submitting on behalf of (i.e. himself, his company, or a standards body for which he is the official liaison to OASIS or the OASIS RLTC).  It is free text.

Date Submitted

This field represents the date the CR was submitted.  Its format is YYYY-MM-DD.

Date Modified

This field represents the date the CR was last substantially modified.  Its format is YYYY-MM-DD.

Type

This field indicates the type of change request.  It is one of the following values:

	Code
	Meaning

	Editorial
	The requested change fixes no defect in the specification and does not propose any additional functionality, but improves the specifications presentation.  (Includes minor typos.)

	Bug
	The requested change fixes a defect in the specification (and all new functionality proposed by this change is designed to fix that defect).  (Includes major typos such as missing a “not” in a critical sentence or missing some letters in a namespace URI.)

	Suggestion
	The requested change fixes no defect in the specification but does propose additional functionality.


Target

This field indicates what documents the CR proposes to change.  It is a space-separated list of zero or more of the following values:

	Code
	Meaning

	r
	The requested change is to the rights language core.

	sx
	The requested change is to the rights language standard extension.


Status

This field represents the current status of the CR.  It is one of the following values:

	Code
	Meaning

	New
	The initial status of all CRs.  When work begins on a new version of the specification, all Deferred CRs change back to New.

	Rej Out of Scope
	The CR is out of scope of the Specification SC.

	Open
	The CR seems to be within the scope of the Specification SC.  The SC is currently evaluating the impact of the CR and any alternatives.

	In Progress
	The SC has decided to effect the requested change or one of the documented alternatives.  The work to effect the change is being carried out but is not yet complete.

	Effected
	The requested change or one of the documented alternatives has been effected in a draft of the specification.

	Duplicate
	The CR is a duplicate of some other CR.

	Rej As Designed
	The CR proposes a design that had been carefully selected against.

	Rej Documented
	An informative change to the specification that notes the problem rather than corrects it.

	Rej Miscommunication
	The CR recommends adding something that is currently part of the specification or removing or altering something that is currently not part of the specification.

	Clarification Needed
	Clarification of the intent of the CR is requested.

	Withdrawn
	The submitter has withdrawn the CR.

	Rej No Support
	The CR did not receive adequate support from essential parties.  This may happen, for instance, if clarification is needed but the submitter is unreachable at the contact information provided.

	Rej Incompatible
	The requested change results in a specification that is not backwardly compatible with a previous version of the specification that has been approved by OASIS.

	Deferred
	Further consideration of the CR has been deferred until after the next version of the specification is produced.


Status Details

This field indicates further details about the current status of the CR.  It contains free text providing additional details in accordance with the status code:

	Status Code
	Additional Details

	New
	No additional details.

	Rej Out of Scope
	A description of the reason the CR is out of scope and, possibly, a pointer in the right direction.  For instance, the CR might be requesting new functionality that should not be provided by a rights language or that should be provided in an industry-specific extension to the rights language.

	Open
	No additional details.

	In Progress
	If an alternate change has been selected, an indication of which one.  Otherwise, an indication that the requested change has been selected.

	Effected
	A description of the actual changes made and an indication of the first version of the specification that includes the effected change.

	Duplicate
	The CR number that this CR is a duplicate of.

	Rej As Designed
	Short explanation of why the design was chosen against.

	Rej Documented
	An indication of the first version of the specification that includes the documentation and an indication of where in the specification such documentation appears.

	Rej Miscommunication
	An indication where the requested functionality already exists in the current specification or a statement that the functionality being removed or altered is not currently in the specification.

	Clarification Needed
	Description of what is unclear.

	Withdrawn
	The reason for withdrawal, if any, which is given by the submitter.

	Rej No Support
	Indication of which party did not provide support.

	Rej Incompatible
	If such is not obvious, an indication of the incompatible impacts of the requested change.

	Deferred
	A short description of why the CR was deferred and an estimated timeline for its future consideration.


Relevant Requirements

This field contains an indication of any requirements that are relevant to this CR.  For CRs of type “Editorial” or “Bug”, this field may be left blank.  Otherwise, it contains free text.

Description

This field contains the submitter’s description of the requested change.  It is free text.

Discussion

This field contains any captured discussion about the CR.  It contains several segments of free text, each beginning with an indication of the date and author of the segment.
